Resumen: A concise and factual abstract (resumen), written in Spanish, is required. The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. Resumen has a maximum of 150 words, written in Times New Roman 10 pt and spaced single-0 pt.

GENERAL FORMAT

The works will be written in Microsoft Word 2003 format, in order to facilitate the final editing of the contribution. Other formats will not be admitted.

The document will have a maximum of 4 pages, including figures, tables, bibliography, etc. It is therefore an extended summary of the work that will be presented in the meeting.
It is recommended that each document includes a figure or table, at least.

Pages sizing will be 2.5 cm from top, bottom and lateral margin.
The text will be use only the following font type Times New Roman 12 pt., two columns and spaced single-0 pt.

There will be no line break between paragraphs.
1. INTRODUCTION

The titles of the sections or main headings will be numbered, in capital letters and boldface, and with letter size 12 pt.

It will leave a space between these headings and the beginning of the text.

1.1. Subsections

Subsection headings will be in lower case letters and bold, and with letter size 12 pt. Space between the title of the subsection and the beginning of the text will not be saved.
1.1.a. Minor subdivisions

Minor subdivision headings will be in lower case letters, in italics, and with letter size 12 pt. Space between the title of the minor subdivision and the beginning of the text will not be saved. 
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They will appear inserted in the text, in the place in which authors have decided, and with a size and proper resolution (600 ppi). 
Fig. 1. Figure captions in Times New Roman 9 pt, in Italics, centered. Figures (graphs, diagrams, maps and images) should be numbered sequentially.
Figures and tables will be inserted within the pages and fit to either the width of a column (7.5 cm) or to the width of the page box (16 cm, in this case it is recommended positioned at the beginning or at the end of the page, not in the center).
